SOMIEDO NATURAL PARK

Introduction

In 1983, a group of teachers from the University of Oviedo, among different disciplines, carried out a pilot research programme, which tackled the Environmental Study of the Somiedo Municipality. This project would set up the basis for the certification of Somiedo as a Natural Park.

The Natural Park of Somiedo is situated in the southern part of Asturias, on the border  between the western and central mountain ranges. At present, only the Municipality of Somiedo provides the Park (around 291 km2 of surface area) with lands, nevertheless the Plan of Natural Resources of Asturias (PORNA) has foreseen the enlargement of the park. Its current borders are the same as the Somiedo Municipality.  

This natural area, which is mainly mountainous with altitudes oscillating between 260 and 2194 metres, has a great natural and cultural value that form a group of ecosystems and landscapes of unquestionable richness such as: 

· Geology: High "lithological" diversity; remarkable signs of glacier and karst morphology.

· Vegetation: There are different kind of leafless forests (beeches, oaks, birches) with some enclaves of evergreen oaks in the low areas; from 1700 – 1800 metres of altitude, heaths of cringing junipers and “ericáceas” appear. In this zone there are also different types of no zonal vegetation like lagoons and very interesting peat areas.

· Fauna: Presence of all the great mammals of the Mountain ranges with significant populations; special mention of the fact that half of the Cantabrian bears live freely throughout the area; more than 100 species of birds can be found, the most outstanding example being the capercaillie, whose population represents a quarter of the total population in Asturias; there is also around 20 species of amphibious creatures and reptiles, the most remarkable being the Iberian endemisms .

· Heritage: The principal architectonic groups of this rural habitat are “horreos” and paneras (traditional barns), “otcheras”, mills and other hydraulic geniuses, and especially, small shepherds settlements formed of vegetal-roofed huts or stone rounds.

In 1998 (2/88 Law) the Municipality Somiedo was registered as a protected zone under the name of the Natural Park of Somiedo. The aim of this certification was to guarantee the conservation of the qualified natural values of the area, in order to make them compatible with the maintenance and improvement of the traditional activities, the social and economic development, and the promotion of the knowledge and enjoyment of those values.

This same year, 1998, this protected natural area was provided with specific management institutions involving all local partners. Besides the Regional and Local Administration, which has representatives in those institutions, different groups with interests in the area (climbers, ecologists, farmers or entrepreneurs) as well as other important institutions in the region (The University, Development and Promotion Regional Agencies...) are represented in the same institutions.

Moreover a Guiding Plan of Use and Management (PRUG) was written and then approved for the park. This document establishes a group of action and development plans necessary to reach the objectives of the declaration of protected area, as well as the norms applicable to all the territories belonging to the park. The PRUG is valid for four years. In the firs valid period of the PRUG the park was declared ZEPA, in accordance with the text of the European Directive 79/409/CEE. This meant the inclusion of the park in the future network called Natura 2000. Until now, there has been two PRUG written about the park management, and actually a third document is being worked out.

Nowadays the experience can be considered very positive, not only for the territory, affected by the designation of protected area, but also for the regional policy of conservation. The success of the park management and the development reached by Somiedo show the importance of this type of measures for those rural areas with similar characteristics.

Environmentally friendly development based on the planning of protected natural areas (Use and Management Guiding Plans and Sustainable Development Plans re-examined each four years). The model of development was not strongly closed in the beginning. So, it was possible to agree the framework between all the groups. In that way was very useful the building of two specific plans (1989-93, 1994-98). Both of them mixed the rules for conservation with specific financial annexes where regional government took the compromise of including few investments in the budgets.

Specific objectives

Problems, strangles and threats

The structure of population. The emigration from the middle of the century to the 80´s affected the number of inhabitants of medium age, and the ratio men/women is low, as in many rural areas. In addition to this, the education of children in urban areas has increased a trend to attract their parents near them. In other way it is a new trend of old emigrants coming back to begin a new activity connected to new opportunities in the area.

The distribution of benefits of  nature conservation. The farmers have grants but the progress of tourism activities involves many people. So, on one hand, the farmers have a higher contribution in conservation but, on the other hand, the attractiveness of tourism orientation is higher than old activities for people who is deciding about the way to choose. If any measures would be taken perhaps many people would be on the tourism services side but only a few involved in traditional works. It would be very interesting to give more profits and a better social consideration to the group of potential farmers.

Potentialities and opportunities

The natural and cultural heritage are being the basis for local development initiatives. The inhabitants had perceived the importance of nature conservation, and its influence on their economic interests. So, the social aim would be very useful in two ways, the maintaining of nature and the increasing of the welfare for local people.

The Natural Park of Somiedo begins to be known not only in the region but also at national and international level. It provides it an image of mark of quality that should be taken advantage of for the back of the local productions.

The University of Oviedo (university institution of the region of Asturias) participates actively in the administration of the Natural Park. The presence of the University in this territory has left increasing along these 10 years of administration of the protected natural area. The University of Oviedo maintains permanent facilities in the Park where it develops activities along the whole year. This fact allows the impulse of the investigation applied to the territory.

Contribution of different actors

The farmers area maintaining most of the old practices and they had moved to think that wild animals (brown bear) are not their enemies 

The group of tourism services businessman have an important contribution in the understanding of new conditions to link production and supply in Somiedo with the trends of demand in urban areas.

Local authorities had played a part of leading, integrating, cohesion and the maintaining of a permanent bridge to regional government and mass-media. They had contributed to manage the budget of the Use and Management Guiding Plans and Sustainable Development Plans.

Role of sectorial and territorial policies

The creation of some specific administration organs for the Natural Park has been one of the decisive factors to reach the success of this initiative. Although the administration relapses on the Regional and Local Government it has been tried to reach the biggest possible representation in these administration organs. This way in them there are representation of the different groups and associations that develop activities in the territory of the Park.

All of them are using the figure of the Park to be developed. So, the special characteristic of Use and Management Guiding Plans and Sustainable Development Plans is that most of this polices are influenced by the ideas which came from the area to the government.
Models for the future and new options

To improve the social and economic conditions of farming in the way focused by the Agenda 2000 through direct compensation. The maintaining of traditional activities must be a priority and it needs a higher attention that in the past because the social trends to look for other activities with better social value.

The start of the Natura 2000 network is planned as a new challenge, which opens up new opportunities of co-operation and development, but also new uncertainties.

International recognition must be obtained through the designation of this area as a part of the world network of Protected Natural Spaces. It would help consolidate the protection and conservation policy that has been working for more than a decade.

· Attractive image for the development and impulse of tertiary activities (tourism and leisure) and for the local productions. 
- Adoption of measures and orders, by the Regional Administration, that generate advantages to this space.


2.3.5 Cultural heritage

· Creation of the Reception Centre of the Natural Park and the Ethnography Museum where it is explained the values of the park.

2.3.6 Local administration






Settlement structure

Planning culture


- The success of the Natural Park of Somiedo has contributed to the introduction of protection figures in other different territories of Asturias.
- Following the experience carried out in  Somiedo, some local authorities and collectives have collaborated with the Regional Administration on the starting out of protection figures. 
- The instruments and institutions of management worked out for Somiedo have served as a model for the creation of the rest of the Natural Parks belonging to Natural Network of Asturian Protected Areas.  

Co-operation for the conservation and development of the natural heritage


- Consensus and participation of all agents involved on the territorial development.
- Suitable response of the Regional Administration to the effort and consensus reached by the local population.
- The figures and planning instruments facilitate the co-operation among the different agents.

Introduction

Calviá, municipality situated in south-west of Majorca, is an example of a paradigmatic tourist destination in the north-western Mediterranean, plenty of sun and beaches. Its 145 km2, 56 km of seaside, its natural area of great quality, diversity of ecosystems, 30.000 inhabitants, 120.000 tourism vacancies and around 1.200.000 visitors per year, reveal the importance of tourism to the Municipality, being 95 % of our economic activity.  

The tourism development of Calviá, has its roots in the first great growth of the international tourism in Spain in the sixties. During the following two decades the tourism activity grew and it is introduced a new model of development, based on a short term vision, on a property development badly adapted to the local conditions, and in a unsustainable exploitation of the natural resources. 

At the end of the eighties the cost of the externalities, produced by an uncoordinated development, started to revealed itself. The progressive ageing and the lack of tourism installations, as well as the exhaustion of the tourism model, produce a decline on the demand. The maturity of the municipality was reached with the risk of initiating a declining phase.

The municipality of Calviá faces the necessity of tackling policies, which try to avoid this threat and correct some mistakes generated by the model of development adopted in the past. The municipality promoted the production of “Programme of Excellence of Calviá”. Through this programme it was pretended to reconvert the tourism areas with an important level of saturation, specified in three great lines of action: 

· Environmental recovery of coastal areas.

· Improvement of the quality, promotion and professionally.

· Co-operation, social cohesion and civic participation.

In 1995 the Municipality decide to produce a long term strategic plan called “Calviá; Agenda Local 21”, which pretends to give a new direction to the tourism development through the rules of compatibility and sustainability with the environment.

Implementation of a Local Agenda 21 as strategic instrument for the management and co-ordination of other tools such as the PGOU (General Urban Regulation Plan).

Specific objectives

Problems, strangles and threats

Calviá has been since the middle of the century to 1996, and still is, a tourism mature municipality with a bid exclusively based on sun and beaches.

The early beginnings of the Municipality in this mono-specialisation, generated a string of problems such as the degradation of the installations and public and private equipment, jointly with an important environmental damage produced by the intensive used of the municipal space. As a consequence of that grave impacts, especially in the coastal zone, were detected. 

The new perspectives and changes of the tendency in the tourism situation made Calviá sink into a big uncertainty due to the loss of competitiveness and the lack of attractive that was starting to suffer in the nineties.

Among the bottlenecks occasioned by that tourism mono-specialisation, we can highlight, from a socio-economic point of view, the following: seasonal concentration, causing social unbalances through seasonal changes in the labour market, with full employment (high season) and high unemployment rates (low season). And from the life quality perspective: some difficulties arouse, given the demographic overloading, to have available the resources and services required by tourists and residents. As a result, local society and economy were conditioned to tourism cycles.

These strong pressures of the tourism industry affected also to the natural environment, given that they installed themselves in the most natural areas and coastal zones, harming them gradually.

The threats of this intensive and abusive way of the tourism sector in Calviá (1.600.000 tourists per year, 800.000 in summer, 125.000 hotel vacancies) were grave for the next future of the town and its surroundings. Actually the international tourists place more importance to the quality than to the quantity. This meant an acquisitive power decrease of those tourists who chose Calviá as a destination. This made difficult the maintenance of the prices of tourism arrangement, and generates a drop of the business investments and a deterioration of urban heritage due to a lack of care.

Potentialities and opportunities

Calviá is very well situated, in a Mediterranean island with an exceptional climate in temperatures and rain. There are 2.800 hours of sun light and 311 soft temperature days per year. The island has a good net of communications, it is two and a half hours time by plane from the almost every main cities of Europe.

The Municipality has a historical and cultural heritage and as long as it is conserved its environmental surroundings will be very attractive. Those elements, among other different ones, are clear encouragement to diversify, at least, the tourism offer, currently based just on sunny weather and beaches.

Contribution of different actors

The proposals of the group of experts, who analyse the situation and its evolution in the different thematic blocks, are also showed to the society through the Citizen  Advisory Forum.

The Agreement for the development of the Agenda 21 Local of Calviá was signed by the State, Commerce, Tourism and SMEs Secretary, Department of Tourism of the Baleares regional council, the Town Council and the hotel entrepreneurs. It is foreseen the follow up of those proposals in order to identify future necessities.

Role of sectorial and territorial policies

Following the sustainability criteria, there is a new direction of the economic, social, cultural and environmental development thanks to an integration of the sectoral and territorial policies. A few years ago, this Municipality based its strategic actions in a “Programme of Excellence”. Anyway, since1995 the Municipality decided to globalise the new line of work, halt the approval of new urban developments and start to elaborate a long term strategic plan. The objective of the Plan is to define a new strategy in order to give a new direction to the tourism development, where the environmental factor is a key element: “Calviá, Agenda Local 21”. 

The strategy of the document above mentioned (approved by the Municipality members the 1st of February of 1996) proposed: 

· An action plan to reach the economic, environmental, social, and heritable  balance of Calviá. This balance can be the model of action for tourism destinations.
The objective is the implementation, without contradictions, of sectorial and global or territorial policies, in order to get the right articulation between the vertical and horizontal measures.
Among the action lines agreed, which develop in forty initiatives, highlight:

· To maintain the human pressure, to limit the growing and contribute to the rehabilitation of the territory and its littoral.

· To preserve the land and maritime natural heritage.

· To recuperate the historical and cultural heritage.

· The total rehabilitation of the urban territories.

· Improvement of Calviá as a tourism destination: to change growing for sustainable quality and to search higher tourism expenditure.

· To improve the public transport and to favour the transport in bicycle of the pedestrian.

· A sustainable management in basic environmental sector such as water, energy, and waste.

· To invest in knowledge resources,  to diversify the economic system.

· Innovation of the municipal government and enlargement of the agreed capacity of public-private investment.

Models for the future 

The model of development for the future has to obtain successful results in the following planned actions :

· Revision of the General Plan of Urban Order, through its re-orientation to the rational use of the available resources.

· Keeping on with the "Lightening Plan", through the demolition of buildings in the coastal area.

· Subvention policy for the rehabilitation, construction and purchase of housings for residents and workers of the municipality.

· Project to "modify the demands/offers in terms of season and tourism", in order to promote tourism in winter.

· Improvement of the specialised service for training and employment.

· Keeping on with the institutionalisation of the participation, co-operation and decision-making together between institutions and private agents.

To conclude, the whole strategy and municipal policy have to go towards the Local Agenda 21 Programme for Calvía.

new options

The new options for development to be implemented should meet the following objectives :

· To avoid the use of new areas, through the search and identification of alternatives in the frame of the durable development.

· To bet for an urban planning that would increment environmental and ecological values

· To reinforce the activities in terms of waste recycling

· Agreement between institutions and social agencies to work in the same direction.

· To search for new durable and qualified employment opportunities in activities compatible with the environmental conservation and life quality (recuperation of urban areas, natural reserves, culture, social assistance, etc.).
